HOW TO LIST

All taxable property must be listed
by January 31 of each year. Listing
begins the first business day of
January. You may list by mail or in
person. Listing forms are mailed to
you if you listed personal property
the previous year. Please fill out all
the information requested on the
listing form. You are not required to
list your real property each year.
However, any improvements to real
property should be reported on the
listing form in Section D.

Section J is for reporting all taxable
personal property such as untagged
motor vehicles, boats, jet skis, air-
craft, trailers, etc.

Section K is for reporting Mobile
Homes. Please give the make,
model, year and size and indicate
whose land the mobile home is on
as well as the location.

Please verify the mailing address
and all the information on the form
for accuracy. The form must be
signed by the owner or agent.
