DUTIES/RESPONSIBILITIES: Perform Child Protective Services intake, investigations 
and provide treatment to families where children are alleged to be abused, neglected, or 
dependent, as well as providing treatment services where permanency is the goal. 
Specifically, respond to after-hours emergencies, and in some circumstances, initiations 
and/or home visits of active Lee County child protection cases; respond also to general 
agency calls for information. Complete Child and Adult Services courtesy requests from 
other counties, and complete child welfare Quality Assurance record reviews; Perform 
Adult Services intake and initiate Adult Protective Services referrals as needed in 
response to reports of adult abuse, neglect or exploitation. This position would be 
weekday, afterhours working, Monday-Friday from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m., onsite/office, 
unless in the field, and providing on-call coverage from 9:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m., Monday-
Saturday morning (hours can fluctuate according to caseload). 
MINIMUM TRAINING/EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS: Master’s degree from an 
accredited school of social work and one year of social work or counseling experience; 
OR Bachelor’s degree from an accredited school of social work and two years of social 
work or counseling experience; OR Master’s degree in a counseling field and two years 
of social work or related curriculum, including at least 15 semester hours in social work 
or counseling experience; OR graduation from a four year college and four years 
experience in rehabilitation counseling, pastoral counseling, or a related human service 
field, providing experience in the techniques of casework, group work, or community 
organization; or an equivalent combination of training and experience.
